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CLASS SIZE


The Board will determine class size guidelines for Powell Butte Community Charter School.  

The Board is aware that class size has bearing upon effective teaching.  It is, therefore, the intent of  PBCCS to maintain class sizes and teacher assignments which promote effective practices consistent with the outcomes expected of each instructional program.  The Board directs the Administrator to monitor and adjust class sizes based on the following:

a) The teacher-student ratio of each class;
b) The total number of students assigned per teacher;
c) The number of subject preparations or grades per teacher; 
d) The support staff available to each teacher;
e) The nature of the subjects taught in relation to each teacher’s professional preparation;
f) The appropriateness of instructional facilities and equipment;
g) The course goals applicable to the particular class; and
h) The extent to which class size varies from general state-wide practice.

Based upon the criteria stated, Kindergarten class size shall be limited to 20 students. Any student in a class which exceeded 30 students prior to the 2012-13 school year shall be  grandfathered with continuous enrollment throughout their career at Powell Butte Community Charter School.
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
